Seychellois Creole is a language that is primarily spoken within Seychelles. Seychelles is a country which is located East of Africa. This language, also known as Seselwa, has 73,000 native speakers as of 1998. The biggest difference in this language is the grammar rules. There are many words that were derived from the French language, where the French definite article (le, la and les), where the article has become part of the word. An example of this is the word future. In French it’s spelled l’avenir whereas in Seychellois Creole it’s spelled lavenier. This language was developed in Seychelles when the country gained independence in 1976. Another fact about this language is that it is spoken within the smallest sovereign country in Africa, it has 458 square kilometers of land mass.
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
